Course Description: 
Art 1 is designed to provide a foundation for advanced courses. Emphasis is placed on understanding the Elements of Art and Principles of Design as a basis for composition. Students will explore a variety of artists, art processes and materials such as drawing, painting, printmaking, two & three-dimensional design, and digital art. Student artwork will reflect aesthetics & cultural and historical contexts. Willingness to get involved in the creative process is a more important requirement than the student’s talent or previous experience. A lab fee is required.
Lab Fee: 
$10 for the Semester

Required Materials: 
Materials will be provided.  Students will be responsible for keeping track of their sketchbooks and media specific tools.
Assignments: 

Assignments will be a combination of daily participation points, sketchbook (homework assignments), content specific worksheets, and visual art projects.
Grading:
Grading will be points based.

Daily points will be worth from 1-6pts. (up to 30pts per week available).

Sketchbook assignments will be worth 5-25 points per week.

Worksheets will be worth 5-25 points each.

Major projects will be worth 100 points.

There will be up to 50 pts. of extra credit available each quarter.  This will be in the form of independent art projects.  Each project will be worth a maximum of 20 points based on the complexity and quality of the finished project.
