Art 1
Course Description: 
An introductory studio consisting of both hand and wheel methods of construction. The course will include an examination of clay, glaze, decoration methods, and firing process. The emphasis of this course focuses on understanding and applying the aesthetics, processes, form, and function of the ceramics art form.  Students will develop a vocabulary specific to the medium and be aware of the safety issues involved in working with ceramic materials and techniques.  A lab fee is required.
Course Fees: 
$25 per semester


Required Materials: 
Materials will be provided.  Students will be responsible for keeping track of media specific tools and all class handouts.

Assignments: 

Assignments will be a combination of daily participation points, sketchbook (homework assignments), content specific worksheets, and visual art projects.

Grading:
Grading will be points based.

Daily points will be worth from 1-6pts. (up to 30pts per week available).

Sketchbook assignments will be worth 5-25 points per week.

Worksheets will be worth 5-25 points each.

Major projects will be worth 50-100 points.

There will be up to 50 pts. of extra credit available each quarter.  This will be in the form of independent art projects.  Each project will be worth a maximum of 20 points based on the complexity and quality of the finished project.
